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Why Athletes Need Insurance Coverage 

EMU Athletics assumes no responsibility 
whatsoever for the payment of medical 
expenses resulting from injuries that 
occur while participating in 
intercollegiate athletics at EMU. 

EMU must, however, comply with National 
Collegiate Athletic Association (NCAA) 
membership requirements regarding 
minimum health insurance coverage for 
student-athletes. 

All NCAA and therefore EMU student-
athletes must provide evidence of health 
insurance that includes: 

1. Coverage of athletic-related injuries.          
2.  A minimum of $75,000.00 of coverage. 

 

Insurance Verification/Certification 

Certification of this insurance is required prior 
to any participation in practices or 
competition. No EMU athlete will be allowed 
to participate in any way until such evidence 
of current insurance coverage is on file with 
the EMU Athletic Training Department. The 
"Insurance Certification" form along with a 
photocopy of the policy holder’s insurance 
card (photocopy of both sides) must be on file 
before a student-athlete can participate. This 
can be found as Step 3a/b of the Medical 
Eligibility forms packet. 

 

 

 

Coverage Options 

If your insurance coverage does not meet the 
requirements listed above, you have the 
options of altering your current policy to meet 
these requirements or the student-athlete may 
purchase insurance coverage offered through 
Bollinger/EMU. You can find more   
information on this policy at

The 2008-09 Bollinger/EMU policy will meet 
the minimum requirement of $75,000 of 
coverage for athletically-related injuries. 

Fall sport athletes who choose the 
Bollinger/EMU plan must return the forms 
provided by the EMU Business Office during 
the summer as they will not be able to wait 
until the fall semester registration day to 
obtain this coverage. Athletes who wait to 
gain insurance during registration would not 
be fully covered for the pre-registration 
practice period and thus they would not be 
eligible to practice. 

If you have questions regarding the terms of 
your coverage, you should contact your 
insurance company immediately. Please be 
sure to note if there are any exclusions in your 
policy regarding athletic-related injuries. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Out-of-Network & HMO Coverage 
in Harrisonburg, VA 

If you have local network or HMO 
coverage please be sure to ask your 
insurance carrier to provide you with 
details concerning out-of–network care 
and/or “guest policy” privileges in 
Harrisonburg, Virginia.  Many athletes are 
delayed in obtaining medical care as they 
are searching for the “details” of their 
insurance coverage specifics such as who 
are approved providers for your plan in 
the Harrisonburg area and what extra 
expense will I incur because the athlete is 
now “out of network” 

NCAA Catastrophic Insurance 

The NCAA's Catastrophic Injury 
Insurance Program will cover student-
athletes who are catastrophically injured 
while participating in covered inter-
collegiate athletic activity (subject to all 
policy terms and conditions). This 
catastrophic policy has a $75,000 
deductible and does not qualify as basic 
coverage required for participation at 
EMU. It is a supplemental coverage in the 
event of a catastrophic injury. More 
information on this program can be found 
on the NCAA's web-site at www.ncaa.org. 

Fall sport athletes MUST MAIL all medical 
eligibility forms TO BE RECEIVED NO 

LATER THAN AUGUST 15, 2008. For all 
additional sports the medical and 

insurance forms must be completed and 
on file one week prior to any team 

conditioning, practice or any participation 
in traditional or non-traditional seasons.
