Guidelines
Recital Date and Location:  Sunday, May 6, 3:00 p.m., Eastern Mennonite University’s Martin Chapel, 1181 Smith Avenue, Harrisonburg, Va.  (map)
Eligibility: The Young Artists’ Recital is open to outstanding musicians in grades six through twelve who reside in the Commonwealth of Virginia.  Students of voice, piano, harp, strings, woodwinds, brass, or percussion are eligible to apply.  Applications from solo performers or from ensembles are welcome.

Application deadline: March 2, 2012.  The complete application includes:  the application form with programming information, brief biography, non-refundable application fee ($25), and teacher recommendation.  Incomplete or late applications will not be accepted.

Repertoire: Solo and ensemble applicants should select a program of 5-10 minutes in length with the help of their private instructor. Performers may choose one piece, contrasting works or movements, or shorter works presented as a set.  Repertoire is not limited to works by Bach; the selection committee strives for variety in programming.  A mixture of composers, styles, eras, voices and instruments is desirable.  Memorization is encouraged but not required.  
Accompanist: Selected students are expected to provide their own accompanist for the recital.  Ample rehearsal time with the accompanist is essential for a successful performance.  
Notification: All applicants will be notified of the decisions by March 16, 2012. Programming information will be finalized by March 30, 2012.  
Application submission signifies the student’s agreement to perform, if selected.

Application fee

A non-refundable application fee of $25 is required.  Checks should be made to: EMU-Bach; indicate “Young Artists’ Recital” in the memo line.
Only one application fee and form are necessary for ensembles; recommendations and biographies should be sent for all members of the ensemble.
