Tuition Deposit  
A deposit of $150 per student is due with reg-
istration. This includes the $30 semester family 
program fee which covers all program costs 
such as administration, secretarial assistance, 
office supplies and duplicating, up-keep of 
instruments, etc. The remaining deposit serves 
as your first tuition payment for the semester. 
You will be billed for your remaining tuition bal-
ance by the EMU Business Office in October 
and in March.

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Note: Some instructors are billed at a higher 
rate than stated above. These are Joan 
Griffing, Lynne Mackey ($54/hour) (faculty 
with a D.M.A.), and Lisa Wright ($43/hour).

Students may sign up for 30-minute, 45-minute 
or 60-minute private lessons. There are two 
15-week semesters per year. 

In addition to weekly private lessons, Suzuki 
violin students in Books 1-5 participate in group 
classes (approximately every other week). 
These group sessions are $64 per semester. 
The classes are 45 minutes long. A tentative 
schedule can be obtained from the music office 
by calling 432-4277.

Year-long Pre-Twinkle violin classes are 
designed for students ages 3-4. They are 
held in 50-minute sessions, arranged with the 
instructor, for 14 weeks each semester. Tuition 
is $185/semester (based on four students). 
Violins are not needed for several months.

Students in chamber music groups will be 
charged $150 per semester.

Recital Fee
An additional yearly fee of $10 ($15 for teenag-
ers) will be charged to cover accompanist fees 
for string, wind and brass students.

Scholarships
A limited number of scholarships up to half 
of tuition are available for families with annual 
incomes under $35,000 on a semester basis. 
Please call 432-4277 for an application which 
must be received by August 9 for the fall semes-
ter and December 11 for the spring semester.

Make-up lessons
Each semester will have a designated week 
for make-up lessons. One make-up lesson per 
semester will be given only when 24-hour notice 
is received or if sudden extreme weather condi-
tions occur. Make-up lessons will not be given 
for any other reason except teacher absence. 
You are contracting for the teacher’s time for the 
entire semester. Please use your teacher’s Swap 
List for lesson conflicts. Be sure to double check 

your group lesson schedule and write it on your 
calendar at home. These cannot be made up 
and are very important.

Weather Cancellations
If bad weather arises and you cannot come to 
the lesson contact your teacher directly. No 
radio announcements are made. Your teacher 
will be expecting you unless you call.

Swap List
Each teacher is encouraged to publish a sched-
ule of lessons with student phone numbers so 
that if a student has a conflict, the student can 
call another family and exchange lesson times.
